Barbara wanted to participate in 

activities with her children and visited 

our center for opportunities.  She was 

also searching for a job when she visited 

the Scott Valley FRC.  At the time of her 

initial visit, there was an employment 

opportunity for a senior lunch program 

cook.  Barbara applied for the position 

and was quickly hired.  The Christmas 

season soon arrived and the Scott Valley FRC was preparing for the an-

nual Giving Tree Project.  One morning Barbara excitingly walked into the 

center and donated to the Giving Tree Project.  Her excitement came 

from the fact that she was giving that holiday and not receiving.  She 

clearly hadn’t forgotten how needy the community was and had decided 

to “pay it forward.”  Barbara’s initiative in securing employment, her 

commitment to her children and to herself, had led her to return to 

school.  She soon secured employment with Head Start and started 

working out of our site.  The Head Start position allowed her to work 

with families she was familiar with and families that resembled her own.  

Today, she continues to work for Head Start out of the Scott Valley 

FRC and also serves as a board member with Scott Valley Focus, Inc. 

also known as the Scott Valley Family Resource Center.
